If you do not own a computer, the Colleton County Public Library in Walterboro will provide you access to a computer. If you would like to get the information from the school, just send your request to your child’s principal. Please include the name of the teacher in your request. The principal will provide you with the information within a reasonable amount of time. 
One aspect of the NCLB act is to ensure that all teachers and aides in schools that receive federal funds are “highly qualified” as defined by the law. In compliance with this law, Colleton County School District plans to employ only highly qualified teachers and aides. All newly hired teachers and aides meet this requirement. Those teachers and aides who do not meet NCLB standards are participating in programs that are designed to have them meet the standards. 
Colleton County School District takes the education of your child very seriously. Parents can be assured that district and school staffs are working very hard to meet and exceed the NCLB standards. You are encouraged to become involved in your child’s school. We are looking forward to a very successful school year, one in which the home and school are working together.
